How to mount this show at your museum or school

1) Look through the SETUP doc and acquire the necessary props.  You can modify them for your own situation.  What we use are:

a. Black pencils –  Prismacolor Ebony Jet Black Extra Smooth

b. White pencils – Stabilo CarbOthello #104 Ivory

c. Orange butcher paper – Discount School Supply, Kansas City, KS

d. Black and White stage crayons – Nissen Jumbo Solid Paint Markers, JP Nissen Co, Glenside, PA

e. Pencil Sharpener – Xacto electric pencil sharpener model 1675 IT.  (note: this is important.  We tried lots of different models to find one that wouldn’t jam up.  Not being able to sharpen pencils was almost a show stopper for us until we found this model.)

f. The rest of the items, like blue tape, easel, and orange construction paper, should be self explanatory from the SETUP doc

2) We use a set up with two screens showing different images, which are controlled by a single remote control.  Clicking the button advances both screens.  However, if your facility only allows you to use a single screen, that is OK.  All of the Powerpoints that you need for either situation are contained in the “Powerpoints to mount the show” folder.  The readme file in that folder will explain which ones to use.
